Final Details & Runners’ Information 
Travel Directions 

 Run HQ is the Pavilion at Pilton Playing Fields, Pylle Road, Pilton.  

 Nearest postcode BA4 4BR. OS Map ref. ST594403 

 The route will be signed from the junction of the A361 & B3136, 6.5 miles east of Glastonbury and 2.5 miles 
southwest of Shepton Mallet, on the outskirts of the village of Pilton. Please follow the signed route. 

Parking 

 Parking is in two fields next to the Playing Fields. They will be marshalled and signposted. Please follow 
Parking Marshals’ instructions. Please do NOT park on the local roads or verges. 

Facilities 

 Parking and the Assembly field will be open from 9 am. Please do NOT arrive earlier. 

 There are a small number of toilets at the Pavilion, and an additional 4 toilets and a urinal towards the start. 

 Limited changing facilities & showers are available at the Pavilion.  

 Water will be available in the start/finish area, before and after the Run, and at approx 6k on the 10k run 

 A First Aid team will provide cover on the day. 

 Sorry, NO DOGS are allowed anywhere on the Playing Field or on the Farm (except for Assistance Dogs). 

 Hot drinks, squash and home-made cakes will be available at the Pavilion after the run for a small charge. 
The money raised will go to Dorset & Somerset Air Ambulance and the Alzheimer's Society. 

 Pilton Playgroup will also be selling home-made soup & cold drinks on the Field in aid of their funds. 

 You may be interested to know that there is a small children’s play area and a skate park on the Playing 
Fields which will be available for children's use under parent's supervision. 

 Wells Chiropractic and Osteopathy Centre will be offering sports massages during the morning. They will be 
asking for a donation per massage, which will go to the Dorset & Somerset Air Ambulance and the 
Alzheimer's Society South West. Grove House Doctors' Surgery and PerfectFit Gym will also be present to 
give advice and information. 

Entry on the Day 

 The 2k run is full, but there MAY be a few spaces for the 10k and 5k runs. Please arrive early if interested. 
NOTE: Spaces are not guaranteed, travel at your own risk! 

Number, Chip & T-shirt & Hoodie collection 

 Collect your numbered race bib (with your timing chip for the 5k and 10k runs attached on the back), from 
the marquee outside the Pavilion, at least 30 minutes before the start of your Run. These will be in RUN and 
then SURNAME order. Safety pins also available here. Chip is worn on your shoe (example will be on show). 

 Run number must be worn visibly on your front.    NOTE: No number, no run! 

 Pre-ordered T shirts and hoodies will be available for collection in the distribution marquees on the Field. 

 A LIMITED number of t-shirts only, in S, M & L  ADULT  sizes only, will be available for sale @ £12 on the day.

Starts 

 There is one start. The route to the start will be signed from the Playing Fields and the parking fields. 

 2k starts at 10.30am, and the 5k and 10k at 11.15am. Please allow plenty of time to get to the start. 

 The start is approx 6-8 minutes walk from the Pavilion. It will close for late 5k & 10k starters at 11.25am. 
General Run information  

 Each kilometre will be marked. The route will be signed and marshalled. 

 Please wear appropriate clothing, and footwear suitable for uneven surfaces and possibly muddy conditions, 
especially if the weather is inclement. 

 This is a working farm, so please watch out for farm vehicles, livestock and other hazards.  

 Please follow the Marshals’ instructions at all times. 
2k Run – START 10.30am ~ Manual timing 

 All runners must have their running number clearly visible throughout the run. 

 Children under 8 must be accompanied by an appropriate adult.  

 The course is on gravel/hardcore tracks and some grass around the Festival site. 
5k & 10k Runs – START 11.15am ~ Chip timing 

 No U13s on the 5k, or U15s on the 10k even if accompanied. 

 The course is mostly on gravel/hardcore tracks but with some cross-field running. 

 There is a bit more climb on the courses, but no steps this year! 
Finish 

 There is one finish for all three runs, in the same place as the start. 

 The courses will be closed progressively from 12.00 noon. Final course closure 1.15 pm. 
Trophies and Medals 

 All finishers will receive a medal.   

 All three runs ~ Trophy for first Piltonian male & female home (12yrs & under on the 2k run) 

 2k run ~ Trophies for the first three boys and first three girls aged 12yrs & under 

 5k run ~ Trophies for the 1st boy & 1st girl aged 17yrs & under, 1st, 2nd, 3rd man & woman overall, 1st man 
& woman 50yrs & over 

 10k run ~ 1st boy & 1st girl aged 17yrs & under, 1st, 2nd, 3rd man & woman overall, 1st man & woman 40yrs 
& over, 1st man & woman 60yrs & over 

 Runners may win more than one award 

 Presentation of trophies will be at approx 12.45pm at the Pavilion on the Playing Field.
