FESTIVAL INFORMATION for Pilton Residents

Vehicle Passes — Village Vehicle Passes and your tickets will be
available from Pilton Village Hall on Saturday 11" June between 1pm
and 6pm and on Friday 17" June 6pm — 8pm. Please note that the
sessions will be held in the Worthy Room (next to bar) this year.
Entry will be via the ramp from the car park and exit via the stairs.
This will stop people having to queue on the stairs which can be
dangerous.

Village Car Park Passes for the village car park are again limited this
year and will only be issued to Pilton residents if their advance
application is approved.

Cockmill Lane The only vehicles that will be allowed to use this road
will be those of residents of Cockmill Lane and their visitors. Passes
will also be issued to people with exceptional needs to use Cockmill.
Security Security levels will be the same as last festival.

Checkpoints will be in the same places as the last festival and will be
operational from Saturday 18" June. Full details of checkpoints, road
closures and one-way systems will be available at Vehicle Passes
Distribution.

Hot Line Number — 01749 899631 — is again operational all year.
From 1% June this number will put you straight through to the festival
office on site and they will be able to deal with any urgent ongoing
problems. It will be manned 24 hours a day during the actual festival
period (22" — 27" June).

Drop-in Centre This will be at the Village Hall, located in the snooker
room. Representatives from the Festival and security will be available
24 hours a day to deal in person or by phone with any problems or
gueries regarding the festival. The centre will be open from 4pm on
Tuesday 21% June and will close at 8pm on Monday 27" June.

BITS from the BELFRY
William Bilbie,a son of Thomas Bilbie (see April Roundabout), was
active in bell founding from 1777 to 1790, though things never seemed
to go well for him. His first wife died leaving two children, and, as was
the custom of the time, he quickly remarried. He was also burdened by
financial obligations to his brother's widow and children. Although a
competent clockmaker and bellfounder, he lacked his father's business
flair.
In 1785, he cast a bell for Pilton church. This weighs 12 cwt (600kg),
has a diameter of 42", and is in F#. This bell is still in use.
William had two sons, one by each wife, and he left the business to
each of them equally. Neither son showed much enterprise; they were
most notable for heavy drinking together around Chew Stoke. Sadly,
the family business faded away.
I have a soft spot for William as | almost always ring the bell that he
cast for us all those years ago, andl have a grandfather clock made by
him ticking away at home chiming the hours . Joe King
